The state has identified some schools with the status of Reward, Focus, or Priority. 
A Reward school is one that is out performing other schools in achievement, 

growth, or is performing better than other schools with a similar student 
population. A Focus school is one that has a large achievement gap in 30% of its 

student achievement scores. A Priority school is one whose achievement and 
growth is in the lowest 5% of all schools in the state. 

 
Our school has not been identified as a “FOCUS” OR “PRIORITY” School this year.    
 

A key challenge that Black faces is the growing gap in student achievement with 
our African American Students.  We also have seen a change in our demographics 

with an increasing number of students receiving free or reduced lunch. 
 
Key initiatives for the upcoming school year include strengthening Tier 1 instruction 

using Classroom Instruction That Works, and Thinking Maps training.  We also will 
supplement instruction for students that need Tier 2 and Tier 3 support.

1. PROCESS FOR ASSIGNING PUPILS TO THE SCHOOL- Students are assigned 
to schools according to their address of residence within the district’s 

boundaries. Parents may request another school within the District under the 
Open Enrollment process, however, transportation is not provided.  The 

Board of Education has determined that it will allow nonresident students, 
residing within the Macomb ISD, but whose parent(s) reside in the District, 
and who qualify to enroll in the District through a Schools of Choice program. 

 

2. During the 2012-2013 school year the staff collectively has a rigorous 

commitment to polish the school improvement process to reflect the qualities 

of a Professional Learning community. The academic areas of reading writing 

and math were examined using multiple sources of data to create school 

improvement goals for the building.  Black will be keeping these goals for the 

2013-2014 school and added 2 additional goals.  The focus will be on math, 

reading, writing, science and social studies. 

 

Math Goal:  3rd grade scores improved by 6%, 4th grade scores 
decreased by 23%, 5th grade scores increased 8%.  

Reading Goal:  3rd grade increased by 2%, 4th grade deceased by 
13%, 5th grade deceased by 2%. 

Writing Goal:  4th grade decreased by 12%.3. 

 

3. Warren Consolidated Schools offers several specialized programs to meet the 

needs of a variety of learners. 

 

The Macomb Math and Science Center (MMSTC) is an honors program 

for 9th – 12th grade students in 11 Macomb County districts who are 

interested in advanced/accelerated mathematics, science, and computer 

technology.  Students must apply and be selected for the program based 

upon placement testing and teachers recommendation.  The Center’s 

program is a half day and students attend their home school for the 

remainder of the day. 

 

The Career Preparation Center (CPC) programs are open to Clintondale, 

Fraser, and Warren Consolidated 11th and 12th grade students.  CPC 

programs are designed to provide students with skills to enter the workforce 

or continue with additional college or workplace training.  Career Technical 

Education (CTE) classes at the CPC provide technical skills and knowledge.  

Students enrolled in these programs are often able to earn technical 

certifications as well as college credit.  

 



Community High School and North Star Academy are alternative 

education programs for middle and high school students.  Both programs are 

located at the Butcher Educational Center. 

 

4. Warren Consolidated Schools follows all State of Michigan curriculum 

guidelines.  The Board of Education has adopted a core curriculum based on 

Michigan Curriculum Framework, Grade-Level Content Expectations/Common 

Core State Standards, and Michigan Merit Curriculum approved by the State 

Board of Education. A copy of the core curriculum may be assessed at 

www.wcskids.net. 

 

5. All students in grades 1-5 were given the IOWA assessment in the Fall and 

again in the Spring.  The chart below gives Reading and Math scores 

including the average growth in months for each grade.
