Materials: counters in two colors 
1. Work with a partner. Take turns to put a counter on one square. 
2. The objective is to try to cover a line of three numbers with a sum of 10 using   
    counters of a matching color. Each time you do this you score one point. 
3. Each time you score a point record the equation, remove the three counters and continue  
    playing. 
4. Observe your partner's moves and block if needed. The first player to score three  
    points wins the game. 
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
