The general rule of appropriateness should always be applied.  
Dress Code Policy
Common sense and propriety are the basic guidelines to determine appropriate dress for the student.  Most forms of dress are acceptable for students as long as they are neat and clean and do not interfere with the educational process.  We rely on students to exercise good taste and judgment, and we rely on parents to advise their children of appropriate dress.

The following guidelines have been established in order to maintain a positive learning environment.

The following types of clothing are inappropriate for school and WILL NOT BE ALLOWED:

(
Outdoor wear (coats, jackets, raincoats, etc.) in classrooms, halls, and the cafeteria.  Coats and headwear must be kept in lockers.

(
Hats, caps, scarves, or bandannas are not to be worn inside the building; they are to be kept in student locker during the school day, unless required in class for safety reasons.

(
Shorts must be mid-thigh or longer.

(
Bare midriff tops, halters, revealing tops, muscle shirts, mesh clothing, see-through clothing, blouses or shirts with string type straps or tank tops. All shirts and blouses must HAVE SLEEVES.

(
Skirts and dresses must be mid-thigh or longer.

(
Clothing and accessories with offensive words and symbols or accessories, alcohol or drug related sayings or symbols (including tobacco products).

(
Tight fitting clothing or clothing of spandex-type material.

(
Any type of cutoffs, i.e., jerseys, sweats, or pants.

(
Underwear and sleepwear as outer clothing, slippers not to be worn as shoes.
· Sunglasses, unless a written prescription from a doctor is provided.

· No exposed skin in pants above the knees.

· No shackled pants or exposed undergarments.

· Any other clothing that is deemed inappropriate by the school                                        administration.
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
